Office of Faculty Development Technology Survey Summary, Spring 2002

During the Spring Quarter 2002 the Office of Faculty Development conducted its first Technology Survey to collect data on the use of technology by the faculty in their teaching.  These data will be used for planning upcoming Faculty Development workshops and will be given to the administration as faculty input for technology decisions.

The Technology Survey was given to all faculty (lecturers, tenure track, and tenured) Spring 2002 through their on campus mailboxes, there were 167 respondents.

The data was coded, entered into the computer, and analyzed used SPSS and SAS by Prof. Eric A. Suess and 14 MS graduate students from the Department of Statistics.  This was a productive service learning activity for the graduate students.  We meet 4 times over the summer to discuss the project and each of the students produced a report.  From these reports the final summary report was produced.

One of the main finding of the survey was that among the responding faculty there is a high interest in Smart Classroom use but low confidence in the use of such classrooms.  The Office of Faculty Development plans to offer at least one workshop on the use of Smart Classrooms during the Winter or Spring Quarter 2003 to address this interest and to help improve the confidence among faculty to use these modern classrooms.
The use of Backboard by faculty is moderate.  There is at least some use of the Announcements (43%), Syllabus (44%), and Links (29%) among the responding faculty, but little use of the other features.  The Office of Faculty Development is planning to continue its workshops related to these and other features of Blackboard.  We have awarded 4 faculty members a stipend to develop Model Backboard Course Sites for presentation of the use of many of the features of Blackboard.  

Some interesting data was collected on the type of computer that faculty want.  By School ALSS, Business, and Education favor Laptops and in Science the choice is split evenly.  By Type of Position Lecturers and Tenure Track faulty seem to favor Laptops and among Tenured faculty the choice is split evenly.
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Some good news about the Office of Faculty Development, among the responding faculty 66% of them have attended a workshop.  We consider this to be encouraging and are working on new ways to attract more faculty to the workshops.  We have also started to target lecturers and faculty who teach at the Contra Costa Campus.
