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Faculty Development Technology Survey
We will be entering the data from the Office Faculty Development (OFD) Technology Survey from Spring Quarter 2002.  This survey was given to the faculty here at CSU Hayward. There were 175 responses.  The survey results will be used for planning Data Entry OFD seminars related to technology in the future.

Data Entry:

Each person will be given a stack of approximately 10 to 20 survey forms.  You should count the surveys that you take and make sure you have as many surveys as you should.  Write the number of surveys you have on the front of your envelop.  There will be a common EXCEL spread sheet posted at 
http://www.sci.csuhayward.edu/~esuess/FacDev/
You should use the common format.

Once you have completed your data entry you will need to have a partner check your data entry and vice versa.  Each person should sign the outside of the envelop when this is complete. 

There will be one person will be chosen to merge all of the data files together in EXCEL.  The final data file will be posted on the website.  This should be completed by August 19.  The final dataset should be emailed to Prof. Suess no later than August 21.
Data Analysis:
A second meeting will be scheduled for the week of August 19th, Wed and Thurs 6-8pm to discuss the analysis of the data.
Beginning students should load the data into SPSS and provide the appropriate data descriptions.

Advanced students should use SAS to load the data and appropriated labels should be used for the variables and outcomes.

What type of data has been collected on each variable?

What kinds of data summary methods should be used?
Be careful with the missing data.
Summary Report:
Each person will be asked to write a short summary report of the data entry, data analysis, and a data summary.
The data summary should have a table for each response on the survey.
