Statistics in the Mathematics Curriculum:  Numbers in Context

Statistics is an area of Mathematics that is fast becoming recognized as an important part of mathematics education and quantitative literacy.  The use of quantitative information via Statistics is everywhere in society today and is in all grade levels of the California State Mathematics Standards.

Statistics uses graphical methods and mathematical calculations to analyze data.  Probability is used to model the likelihood of outcomes or random events.  Both topics are relevant for young people to understand their world.  Who do children have to wear helmets when they ride their bikes?  Why is it bad to smoke?  What is a majority vote?  What does it mean to have a score on a standardized test of 80%?
