HSC 4500 – SUPERVISED FIELD TRAINING & REPORT WRITING 
(3 Units)
CORE COURSE WRITING COMPETENCIES
Satisfactory completion of the course is assessed by evaluating evidence (as indicated by the student's PRs & FR) that the following core competencies have been achieved:
a) Introduction Competencies: the ability of the student to read published health-related literature appertaining to their internship and reviewing it to introduce their topic to readers in a broad-holistic manner (assumes readers have no prior knowledge of the health topic discussed). Students must use at least 1-2 citations to support their writing. No direct quotations are accepted. Students must also be able to describe the location of their internship, their supervisor and relate the internship to their careers in three concise sentences.  
b) Method: (Internship Responsibilities): the ability of the student to describe in a succinct and concise manner what duties & responsibilities he/she has at place of internship. The focus of this section is what the student does as an intern/volunteer - not what the organization or other workers do. 
c) Literature Review (LR)Competencies: the ability of a student to research, read and understand appropriate health literature in their internship topic area; and their ability to write a review paraphrasing key ideas relevant to their internship topic in an orderly progression. Students are expected to review 4 different and APPROPRIATE citations and paraphrase the ideas raised as they relate to their internship topic. No direct quotations are accepted. 
d) Literature Review Analysis Competencies: this is the internship-specific section where the student compares and contrasts the readings in the LR section above with the observations and experiences at their internships. Attainment of competencies is indicated by the student's ability to: make direct and relevant comparisons/contrasts between key ideas in LR; ensuring that ALL LR ideas covered above have been related to internship observations & experiences; and that the analysis is done in a logical and orderly manner consistent with the ideas as discussed in the LR. 

e) Conclusion Competencies: this is a powerful final 3-sentence paragraph that students have to critically think about. It is perhaps the hardest part of the paper for students to write. If one reads the conclusion ONLY, one should be able assess the importance of your topic, what current literature says, and what your contribution in this topic area is. Competencies are assessed in 3 ways: the ability of the student to show the relevance of their topic area to society in a final wholesome sentence; the ability of the student to sum-up the ideas discussed in LR in a wholesome sentence; and the ability of the student to sum up their observations/experiences in a wholesome final sentence. 

f) References Competencies: the ability of the student to list all citations made in text consistent with the recommended APA Publication Manual style. 

g) Overall Format Competencies: I check the title page, margins, paragraphing, English grammar & punctuation, subheadings, pagination, citations, and line spacing which should all be consistent with the recommended APA Publication Manual style.   

The PRs are a strong indication that the student is making reasonable progress in the attainment of some (not all) of these course competencies. Achieving at least a 74% passing grade in the progress reports is a demonstration of this. Passing the overall final report with at least 74% grade is an overall indication that the student has attained all competencies required in all areas. However, if a student fails the progress report but overwhelmingly shows in the final report the attainment of all these competencies in all the above areas, the student will justifiably pass the course. Please note that passing the progress report is no guarantee that the student will pass the overall final report!
