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Conclusion
Providing quality perinatal services to women, regardless of socioeconomic status is essential in reducing the risk to women and babies, and in minimizing healthcare disparities. The literature focuses on the following key ideas: healthcare access disparities; cost of health care in the U.S.;  provision of prenatal services; and determinants of prenatal care access in multicultural communities. I have learned that while perinatal services are becoming more available to low-income women, a lot is lacking in the provision of health services in increasingly diverse multicultural communities.
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
