Do you have your text copy?
You will need to read & review chapters 1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 7 & 8 (section 8.03 only)
PLEASE REMEMBER: 
You should be very proud of yourself as you embark on this report writing journey. 

Accomplishing and going through the rigours and high expectations/standards for this senior writing class should be a sobering reflective experience for everyone. It will be those expectations & high standards and commitment to them that you will carry through to your workplace, graduate school and beyond.

Your Title:
The title must be descriptive – it tells readers what your paper is about. 
Consider these two titles:
a) Emergency Services 
b) The Role Emergency Services Play in Community Healthcare Needs.
 
The first title is OK but much less complete & does not tell you about the paper’s focus;  the second title is more complete & tells you more about the focus of the paper.

Another example:
a) Healthcare Management
b) Services Provided by Health Managers at a Busy Community Hospital.  
 
Please ensure your title is as descriptive as possible! 
Be crafty in your choice of words. See sample report & text. 

Title & Title Page:
Do it as stated on p23 text (see text page 41 for a sample); 
Running Head: put on all pages, see sample p41-51 (a few words in title ONLY– not the whole title! Words do not have to match exactly the same as in title!)
