The introduction gives readers an overall perspective and scope of the topic under discussion. It assumes readers KNOW LITTLE or NOTHING about this topic and therefore need a holistic view of this field. Thus, readers can comfortably understand the paper without prior knowledge in this area.
 
For example look at this introduction (see below) written by two authors: Vicki Angulo-Vazquez, BSN, RN & Joseph P. De Santis, MSN, ARNP about booster seats or seat belts for younger children.
 

This introduction gives readers a briefing on vehicle safety, infrastructural improvements and self-restraint laws in all 50 states. The paper also justifies its purpose by stating that these laws are inconsistent and dubious, hence motor-vehicle related fatalities continue to be the leading cause of death for 5-9 year olds. The paper seeks to address these issues using published literature to date. 

Please note that there are at least two citations to support the ideas put forth. 


Title: Booster Seat or Seat Belt? Motor Vehicle Injuries and Child Restraint Laws in Preschool and Early School-Age Children
 
Introduction
The introduction of the motor vehicle offered numerous lifestyle changes for citizens of the United States. Along with the positive changes, the motor vehicle initiated a new phenomenon—motor vehicle-related deaths. As a result, many research studies have focused on finding methods to reduce motor vehicle-related fatalities. These studies have resulted in safer vehicles, engineering improvements in roads and highways, and the introduction of safety restraint laws. Since 1985 all 50 states have enacted seat belt laws in some form, including mandatory use of specific restraints for children from birth to age 4 years. In children ages 5 to 9 years, however, the laws are inconsistent or not clearly defined. As a result of these inconsistent laws and a host of other factors, motor vehicle-related fatalities continue to be the leading cause of death in children 5 to 9 years of age living in the United States (CDC, 2004). Children older than 9 years are usually within the height and weight requirements for standard vehicle restraint devices. The recommendation stressed for children older than 9 years is that they ride in the rear seat of the vehicle. Children are usually distracted and not seated properly facing forward, posing an increased injury risk when seated in the front (DHHS, 2004). For the purposes of this article, children ages 5 to 9 years will be viewed as preschool/early school-age children.
After reading this, you have a basic idea what the issues in this paper are and what you can expect from it. Please also read the introductions in the sample progress paper posted and the ones available at the course website. 
 
Remember, you will need to support your ideas in the introduction with citations.  Please review chapter 6 for citation information.

Write in good grammar, sentencing and spelling. Avoid deadwood as stated on "Writing Rules" docs & Chapters 3 & 4 in text. 


The second paragraph of your introduction describes your internship location, supervisor and relationship to career goals (3 sentences). This is usually a straight forward section but students forget to write the qualifications of their supervisors as say, Renee Williams, RN or Peter Brooks, DDS or Janet Shields, BS, MPA. If you do not know his/her qualifications, use Ms or Mr before the name. Students lose points for poor grammar and redundancy. The final sentence in this paragraph relates the internship to your career goals. This is easy to do – to get a feel, please see below & also the sample paper.
 
Example:
This internship will help me network, learn organisational skills and culture, and greatly help polish my interpersonal communication skills essential in my future career as a health care manager.
