As stated in the final report guidelines it is not easy to write this section. It is a final paragraph that sums up your readings and experiences without repeating what you already wrote. 

The idea is to trim the words/sentences to ensure they remain succinct, concise and to the point! I require no more than 3 sentences in this section! 
Such sentences will include: 
a) a holistic statement about your general topic area and its relevance to society; 

b) summarise the key point of your readings in one wholesome sentence; 

c) finally, a summary sentence on your internship experiences as they relate to your topic. 


Example 1 
Health education is vital in building lifelong health habits; if schools invest time and effort to improve their health curriculum, and organize future programs, children will incorporate learned knowledge in their daily lives. School-age children will benefit from health-trained teachers, added community support through donations or grants, and a curriculum that is specifically health-based and not simply included in science as a subject. My internship experience has taught me that health education standards in elementary and middle school curriculums need significant improvement. 

Example 2 
Reducing psychological stress during a child’s hospitalization can greatly facilitate physical healing. More successful programs should be implemented to encourage this through nursing intervention, family inclusion, and ‘playrooms’ with a variety of activities. My internship experience has taught me the importance of expanding support from the healthcare team by not only managing a child’s clinical, but also their psychological wellbeing.
